This tender document has been published on the Central Public Procurement (CPP) Portal . The
bidders are required to submit their bids electronically on the CPP Portal, using valid Digital
Signature Certificates.

REGISTRATION

1. Bidders are required to enroll on the e-Procurement module of the Central Public Procurement
Portal (URL: http://eprocure.gov.in/eprocure/app) by clicking on the link “Click here to Enroll”.
Enrolment on the CPP Portal is free of charge.

2. As part of the enrolment process, the bidders will be required to choose a unique username
and assign a password for their accounts.

3.Bidders are advised to register their valid email address and mobile numbers as part of the
registration process. These would be used for any communication from the CPP Portal.

4.Upon enrolment, the bidders will be required to register their valid Digital Signature
Certificate (Class II or Class III Certificates with signing key usage) issued by any Certifying
Authority recognized by CCA India (e.g., Sify / TCS / nCode / eMudhra etc.), with their profile.

5. Only one valid DSC is to be registered by a bidder. Please note that the bidders are responsible
to ensure that they do not lend their DSCs to others which may lead to misuse.

. Preparation of Bids: The offer/bid should be submitted in two bid systems (i.e.) Eligibility cum
Technical bid and financial bid. The technical bid should consist of all technical details along
with commercial terms and conditions. The financial bid should indicate the overall discount
on MRP of each item inclusive of GST in the given format i.e., BoQ. The Eligibility cum
Technical bid and the financial bid should be uploaded online.

. EMD: The tenderer should submit an EMD amount through DD/RTGS/NEFT. The Technical
Bid without EMD would be considered UNRESPONSIVE and will not be accepted. The
exemption in EMD is given to MSME, Startups as per the Gol norms.

Any defect (s) in workmanship or deterioration in the quality or deviation to tender
specifications coming to notice shall be rectified at site within 48 hours of the reporting of
the same to the vendor. If system is required to be picked up and taken to contractor’s
premises for removing the defect(s), the same shall be picked up from the Institute within
